Bryan Habana turns 42 on 12 June. Habana 
played a pivotal role in South Africa’s victorious 
2007 Rugby World Cup campaign, where he 
emerged as one of the tournament’s standout 
performers. His eight tries matched the  
single-tournament record set by Jonah Lomu in 
1999, earning him the title of 2007 IRB Player of the 
Year. At the 2015 Rugby World Cup, Habana once 
again made headlines by equalling Lomu’s all-time 
World Cup try record of 15. With 67 test tries 
to his name, he ranks second on the list 
of all-time international try scorers.
