Springboks eye fifth straight 
win over All Blacks   

The back-to-back Rugby World Cup champions, the Springboks, are gearing up 
for their third Castle Lager Rugby Championship clash against the All Blacks at 
Eden Park in Auckland on Saturday, 6 September 2025, with Jesse Kriel retaining 
the captaincy. This Test carries huge significance as the Springboks chase a fifth 
consecutive win over the All Blacks and with their last victory at the venue dating 
back to 1937. Under coach Rassie Erasmus, who now boasts the most Test wins 
of any Bok coach, the team will be eager to rise to the occasion. Adding further 
weight to the clash, All Blacks loose forward Ardie Savea will mark his 100th Test, 
a milestone Erasmus congratulated while acknowledging it would only heighten 
New Zealand’s motivation.

South Africa’s 2026 FIFA World Cup 
dream inches closer, and Hugo Broos 
has named the 23 warriors he believes 
can take Bafana Bafana over the line.

Sebelebele earns a deserved  
call-up after a string of match-winning 
performances.

Bafana currently sit 
top of Group C with 13 points from six 
matches. Two wins in September could

Imavov vs 
Borralho 
clash in UFC       
Nassourdine “The Sniper” Imavov 
will take aim at Caio Borralho in 
the middleweight main event 
of UFC Fight Night at the Accor 
Arena in Paris, France, on Saturday, 
6 September 2025. Imavov (16-4, 1 NC) is riding a four-fight win streak, most 
recently stopping former champion Israel Adesanya in the second round at 
a Fight Night in February, cementing his status as a rising contender for the 
Middleweight Championship. Borralho (17-1, 1 NC) is unbeaten in the UFC since his 
2022 debut and has compiled an impressive 14-fight win streak. The 32-year-old 
Brazilian, known as “The Natural,” last fought a year ago, earning a unanimous 
decision victory over Jared Cannonier. 

South African tennis player Wayne Ferreira 
was born on 15 September 1971. Arguably one 
of our most successful players, he won 
15 ATP singles titles and 11 doubles titles, 
and reached No 6 in singles and No 9 
in doubles. At one stage in his career, 
Ferreira was the record holder for 
the most consecutive Grand Slam 
tournament appearances in men’s 
tennis. He has also proved to be a very 
successful coach, currently coaching 
Alexei Popryn.
